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The Guelph Marlin Aquatic Club has a long and illustrious history of turning out elite athletes,
most notably the late, great Victor Davis. Less than two years from the Olympics, the Marlins are
once again poised to leave their mark on the swimming world.

Last season, the Marlins sent seven athletes to Age Group Nationals, and six to Senior Nationals.
Guelph’s Evan Buck is currently the best 16 year old 50, 100 and 200 metre backstroker in the
country. In 2007, he will represent Canada at the Australian Youth Festival. Andrew Ford swims
such a fast 400m IM, that he will compete with our National tour team at the Junior Pan-Pacific
Games in Hawaii this January.
